District 22W had a good year in 1990-91 although we lost 170 Lions (49 Lions and
Lioness to death). We added 167 new members to our 56 Clubs for a total of 2035
Lions in District 22W. The Lioness Clubs remained at 15 but lost 20 members for a
total of 533 Lionesses as of July 1, 1991.

Alcoholism and Drug Awareness Chairman, Lion Gerald Beachy visited many clubs and
presented the "Quest Program" video he produced on "Skills for Adolesence" ,he
expanded the program in Garrett County adding "Skills for Growing”. A total of 28
Lions Clubs, 11 Lioness Clubs and two individual contributions raised a total of
$5,620.00 for this program. Cur Quest program balance now exceeds $15,946.00.

American Heritage, Preservation and Patriotism Chair Lion Paula Brand planned and
coordinated this years program. Our newest Club, The Beaver Creek Lions Club,
hosted the awards night. The winners were, Marybeth Schubert, Valley Lions, "What
the Flag Means to me", Kelly Owens, Union Bridge Club, "If our Flag Could Speak",
Christina Meerdter, Valley Lions (Adult non-Lion) and Sue O'Toole, Yellow Springs
Lioness “Should the Flag of the U.S. Be Desecrated?".

Lion Cindy Harbaugh lead our newest effort..a District 22 sponscred fundraiser for
the Lions Vision Research Foundation. We led the 5 subdistricts both in the amount
of clubs participating (54) and the amount Jf money raised ($14,015.39). In
addition District 22W donated $18,097.96 for annual donations.

Lion Bill Crawford served as Diabetic Awareness Chair and the various Clubs
responded by donating $4,975.00

District Pin Chair, Lion Vic Jagow, reported that Iion Lewis J. Myers Jr.,
President of the Valley Club submitted the winning pin design for our District.

Reading and Speech Action Chair, PDG William Bulla reported that more than
$26,692.00 was contributed to this program through eye tests, a donation of two TDD
units for Public Library use, direct money contribution to Western Maryland
College, hearing aids, books for schools, etc.

International Relations Chair, Lion Hugo Cardenas, encouraged participation in
World Lion Service Day, Lioness Twinning relationships and helping the Lions Club
of Peru to establish the first ever eye bank, modeled after ours here in Maryland.
Our Clubs donated $575.00 to this project.

Journey for Sight Chair, Lion John Aulls, reported our Clubs donated $4,150.00
through this program for the Lions Vision Research Foundation.

LCIF Chair, Lion Lowell Jackman, ended the year with 100% participation in this
program and $29,666,20 was collected. We now have 82 Melvin Jones Fellows.

PDG Wilbur Boller, our long time District Song Leader and current Lioness Club
Advisor, passed away this year, he will be missed by all who knew and worked with
him. PDG William King completed his year.

Roaring Lions Chair, Lion Robert Miller, lead a successful program this year with
four graduates. One of whom did very well at the speak-off at Virginia Beach.

Sight Conservation/White Cane Days Chair, Lion Robert Davis, reported a successful
White Cane Day banguet and $36,933.80 raised for this program.
